Ordered 3 E-One Pumps & conversion kits totaling $11,192.00. They will be installed this spring. (Board approved the purchase of 40 pumps with ARPA funds (Resolution 90-2021). 35 pumps were ordered in 2022 and 3 pumps in 2023.

The Committee met with Bob Boliver on April 3rd to discuss the status of the disinfectant project.  The project will be online in 2024.

The sewer tank will need to be pumped this spring.  John gathered quotes from 3 local companies.  We will be using Gleason’s Septic this year ($700.00 savings).
