HIGHWAY
Superintendent Shaw stated they have finished putting sand up. He would like Megan to type a letter, with the Board’s approval, stating a van in the Town right-of-way has to be moved or it will be towed at the owner’s expense. The Board agreed.
BEAVER FALLS SEWER DISTRICT COMMITTEE
Councilmember Kalamas gave an in-depth review of the Disinfectant Project thus far and what is to be expected in 2024.

2019-2020: We were mandated by the DEC to Disinfect the Wastewater Effluent of the Beaver Falls Wastewater Treatment Plant into Beaver River. We hired BC&A engineering to do the required study for the Town. It was a cost of $15,000 / we received a $12,000 Grant and the final cost to the Town of $3,000. This was completed and paid in full in 2019-2020.
Administrative History 

6/1/2020: The permit was modified to include a requirement for seasonal effluent disinfection and final effluent limitations for Fecal Coliform and Total Residual Chlorine. 

2/1/2022: The permit was administratively renewed in 2022. The current permit administrative renewal is effective until 1/31/2027. 

2/21/2022: The Town of Croghan submitted a request to modify the permit to extend the due date for the submission of approvable plans and specifications in the Schedule of Compliance. 

6/24/2022: The permit was modified to extend the due date for the submission of approvable plans and specification in the Schedule of Compliance to May 1, 2023. 

7/24/2023: The Town of Croghan submitted a request to modify the permit to change flow monitoring from influent to effluent location. The WWTP Disinfection and General Improvement project proposes to add a new flow meter for effluent discharge. 

7/31/23: Annual Comprehensive Inspection (Well Maintained / In compliance / Rating Satisfactory)

Sewer Committee met with Bob Boliver BC&A twice on the project. The last one was 9/7/23.

-Discussed project status & get ready to go out for bid.

-Need to update the project cost. Last done was 2019.

-Update the financials spreadsheet to reflect new cost estimates.

-Manage the ARPA funds of $122,475.47 accordingly.

-Manage the grant funding Est. $61,280.00 timing.

-Biding may happen late 2023 or early 2024. Project start spring 2024.
